• First quartile is weighted CNA of 90.000 and above. 
• Second quartile is weighted CNA of 85.000 to 89.999. 
• Third quartile is weighted CNA of 80.000 to 84.999. 
• Fourth quartile is weighted CNA of 79.999 and below. 

Standardized Test Performance 
• Standardized testing is conducted every spring in K-8th 

grade using the Stanford Achievement Test. Students 
consistently score above the national norm.  

• 9th-11th grade students take the PSAT test in the fall 
each year. 

• High school students desiring acceptance into a four 
year university are required to take the SAT/ACT 
college entrance exam.
